*If you do not remember your password, click Forgot Your Password? to have a reset link sent to your
associated email account. The password reset is time-sensitive, so you should go to your email immediately
and follow the instructions.

MODULE INSTRUCTIONS:

1) Once you are logged into your Dashboard, under Modules on the right, click Mandated Reporting to
begin. You cannot start and stop in the middle of a module.

The Mandated Reporting module is the ONLY module volunteers are required to complete.

2) When the module is successfully completed, input your personal information and click Submit. This will
take you back to your Dashboard where you will see the module in green under Completed Modules.

3) To log out of your Dashboard, click on your name at the top of the page and then click Logout.

4) Return to Volunteering at WCSS web page and request a badge if you are needing a long-term
badge (option #2 and #3 on the webpage).
